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There are several natural trails so
that visitors can fully enjoy nature
on Rishiri Island. (1X2 Pon Yama
Himenuma Trail offers a view from
Pon Yama and sightseeing around
Himenuma, () Cape Peshi Trail
allows visitors to enjoy the view from
the top of Cape Peshi, standing at 93m
above sea level next to the port of
Oshidomari, and @) Kutsugata Forest
Park Trail provides opportunities
for bird-watching and a good walk
around the nature-filled park.
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Approximately 13,000 years ago. in Japanese
Paleolithic Period, people first settled on Rishri
Island. It was a glacial period and the sea level
was much lower than that of today. Since
Sakhalin and Hokkaido were connected by land,
people and animals could come and go freely
and actively between two areas. In Rishiri there
are remains of Susuya Culture and Okhotsk
Culture which suggest its connection to Sakhalin.
Rishiri Island is also dotted with traces of Jomon
Culture and Post Jomon Culture brought by
Tushima Current in the Sea of Japan. Rishiri
Town Museum and Rishiri Island Folk Museum
have exhibitions to show history of this island
and fishing tools used during the period
flourished through herring fishing.
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Being floating islands in the sea, Rishiri Island and Rebun Island have many indigenous flora

species, and many unique flower fields extend over each island. From May to September,
the islands transform into beautiful “flower islands™. There are many different kinds of
alpine plants which can also be found at lowlands near the coast.
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There are several natural trails so that
visitors can fully enjoy nature on Rebun
Island. (7) Momoiwa Observation Deck
Trail offers a view of an unusual-looking
massive rock called Momoiwa (Peach Rock),
and clusters of alpine plants, (8) Rebun
Forest Trail allows visitors to see the Rebun
Usuyukiso flowers, a cousin of the edelweiss,
and (10 Cape-Around Trail provides majestic
point of Rebun Island, Cape Sukoton.
There are also other trails called Rebun-dake
Trail and 8-hour Trail.
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Rebun Island had flourished through
herring fishing. It is thought that
there were comings and goings in at
least Jomon Period which started
around 14,000 B.C. since artifacts
in that period were excavated at
Funadomari Remains located in a
northern part of the island. Itis
recognized as one of the important
remains in spite of the northernmost
edge of Japan, because it shows the
evidence of widespread trades through
the Sea of Japan. On this island there
is Rebun Town Folk Museum which
exhibits many excavated artifacts of
Jomon Culture and Okhotsk Culture
as well as jade pieces and sea shell
a ies from Funadomari Remains.

Tsushima Current. a warm sea current flowing
northward from the south of Japan, and Liman
Current, a cold sea current flowing southward from
Sakhalin, meets each other in the ocean around
Rishiri and Rebun. They provide here one of the
top fishing areas in Japan Visitors can enjoy sea
urchin and Rishiri Kombu of the best repute in
Japan. as well as fresh seafood like “hokke”
(Okhotsk Atka mackerel) rich in fat, which thrives
through wild tides in the northern sea. These
tastes are distinctive of Rishiri and Rebun.
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The local specialties for souvenirs of Rishiri
and Rebun are processed seafood. One of them
is Rishiri Kombu of which clear and sophisticated
taste is suitable for “dashi”, that is Japanese
traditional soup flavor. Other well-known

specialties are overnight-salted sea urchin,

canned steamed sea urchin, processed octopus,
dried Okhotsk Atka mackerel, shredded kombu
and Rishiri Kombu ramen (noodle).
